New Literacy Goals for the Middle/High School

How does the Common Core impact responsibilities for literacy instruction?

OLD lingo fiction (make believe) and non-fiction (real)

Problems: ELA teachers carried the load.  Lots of non-fiction reads like fiction.  Students got to college without adequate experience reading non-narrative, complex texts.

NEW lingo narrative (story structure) and informational (non-narrative).  In high school, students should read 70% informational text and 30% narrative text over the course of the school day in all classes.
